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A church in Auckland, New Zealand, raised over $1000 for AIDS orphans supported by Servants Cambodia's Project HALO during their Christmas extravaganza last week.
The Howick Community Church Christmas pageant was held at the brand new Picton Centre in Howick and was hosted by Chic Littlewood. Attendees watched a presentation about the lives of orphans in Cambodia and made a gold coin donation towards Project HALO.
