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UK author and motivational speaker Rob Parsons recently visited several Servants projects in Phnom Penh to gain further insight into the lives of the urban poor in Cambodia.
Rob Parsons spent time getting to know teenage orphans in Project HALO who were making greeting cards as part of a discipleship and vocational training program. He also visited The Little Conquerors (TLC) program for disabled children, the Nutrition clinic and various other Servants Cambodia ministries.
Members of the Servants team in Cambodia have been living amongst the urban poor for more than a decade, and have established a number of grassroots ministries in partnership with local Christians.
